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The	Seasonal	School	is	a	five-day	dynamic	and	intensive	program,	that	offers	an	introduction	to	the	
economic,	social,	political	and	legal	aspects	of	modern	China	through	the	lenses	of	leading	research	
activities	promoted	by	Sant’Anna	Institutes.	

Participants	will	have	the	opportunity	to	develop	the	necessary	background	to	comprehend	some	
of	the	major	China's	issues,	while	emphasizing	the	traditional	and	modern	roots	of	contemporary	
China.
